Group Activity 
 

MY FAVOURITE QUIET PLACE 

You will need: an A3 sheet of white paper for each child, 
newspaper to cover the tables, paints, palettes or paint pots, 
a variety of paintbrushes, sponges, water, aprons.  

An alternative would be simply to use coloured markers, 
coloured pencils or crayons for this artwork. 

1. Invite the children to think about a quiet place where they like 
to rest and pray, and then create an artwork of that place.  

2. Ask children to write the words “My Quiet Place” somewhere 
on their artwork. Adults or older children can assist as needed.
