Group Activity
HEART SUNCATCHER

You will need: suncatcher template cut out for red cardstock for each
child, clear contact, tissue paper of different colours, scissors, tape.

1. Cut out the bigger heart and then the smaller heart, so that you have
a heart shaped frame.

2. Cuttissue paper into small squares.

3. Cut a piece of contact paper slightly bigger than the heart frame.
Peel off the contact paper backing and lay the heart frame on top of
the contact paper.

4. Stick the tissue paper pieces inside the heart frame on the contact
paper.

5.  When finished, cut another piece of contact paper larger than the
heart, peel off the backing and stick it on top of the heart to seal in
the tissue paper pieces.

6. Trim the excess contact paper around the heart.

7. Hang the heart suncatcher in a window with tape to remind you to
love God and love other people!.
