The Scriptures  
  
A reading from the holy gospel according to Luke                                  6:39-45 

 

Jesus used some sayings as he spoke to the people. 
He said: "Can one blind person lead another blind person? Won't they both fall into a ditch? 
"Are students better than their teacher? 
But when they are fully trained, they will be like their teacher. 

"You can see the speck in your friend's eye. But you don't notice the log in your own eye. 
How can you say, 
'My friend, let me take the speck out of your eye,' when you don't see the log in your own eye? 
You show-offs! First, get the log out of your own eye. 
Then you can see how to take the speck out of your friend's eye. 

"A good tree cannot produce bad fruit, 
and a bad tree cannot produce good fruit. 
You can tell what a tree is like by the fruit it produces. 
You cannot pick figs or grapes from thorn bushes. 
Good people do good things because of the good in their hearts. 
Bad people do bad things because of the evil in their hearts. 
Your words show what is in your hearts."

Group Activity 

Don’t judge others –  
instead look at yourself and be the best person you can be! 
 
You will need: a cardboard template for the mirror frame and handle, a 
paper template for the inside of the mirror, glue, coloured markers, 
rhinestone stickers (optional). 

1. After printing the template for the mirror frame and handle, place it 
over a piece of coloured cardboard and cut out the shape. 

2. Cut paper templates for the inside of the mirror and the text, and 
stick these onto the cardboard cut-out as shown. 

3. Children then draw a picture of themselves in the mirror. 
4. If using stickers, place these around the coloured cardboard 

mirror frame to decorate.
